Title:  Please and Thank You

At the Children’s Center, we support 

children’s social and language 

development by using teachable 

moments in our conversations and 

through active facilitation of group 

activities.  We ask our student staff and 

interns to try and refrain from telling 

children to “Say ‘please’ or ‘thank 

you’” and to encourage these 

behaviors by modeling them ourselves 

in our interactions with them and while 

performing daily routines.  Through 

modeling these behaviors, we help 

children to use words such as “please” 

and “thank you” intrinsically and in 

proper context rather than through 

coached behaviors.
